(a)  Conditions   to   Salvation:    The   grace   of   God,

The  Holy  Spirit:   We  believe  all  Christians  are  en-
titled  to  and  should  ardently  expect  and  earnestly  seek
the   promise   of  the  Father,  the   Baptism  in   the-  Holy
Ghost  and  fire,  according to  the  command  of  our  Lord
Jesus  Christ.   This  was  the  normal  experience  of  all  in
the  early  Christian  Church.  With  it  comes  the  endue-
ment  of  power  for  life   and   service,   the   bestowment
of  the  gifts  and  their  uses  in  the  work  of  the  ministrv.
(Lz4ke  24:49;  zlc£J  1:4-8;  I  Co7.12: 1-31).  This  wonderful
experience   is   distinct   from    and    subsequent    to    the
experience   of  the  new  birth.   (4czf  2:38;   10:44-46;   11:
14-16;    15:7-9).
