How can you tell that someone is a Christian?  Christians might answer that you can recognize 
them by the fruit of the Spirit (Matthew 7:20); most notably, by their love (John 13:35). 

Sadly, people outside of the church are liable to give a strikingly different answer.  Christians 
might not like to hear this and might not think it’s true, but much of the country views 
Christians as bullies and peddlers of hatred, especially towards the usual subjects – Muslims, 
atheists, homosexuals and even immigrants. The church could spend time arguing that this 
impression isn’t valid, but I believe that it would be more constructive for Christians to take an 
honest look in the mirror and try to figure out why we are perceived that way. 

It should not take much self-awareness to recognize that much of what comes out of the church 
in America is hatred, fear and divisiveness.  Not only that, but the church does not contradict 
or distance itself from those in the media and in public office who invoke the Bible to promote 
these un-Christian values – and who often do so while living openly immoral lives. 

Paul makes it clear (Please see I Corinthians 5.) that we have no business judging those outside 
the church. In the same breath, he writes that we are to “judge those inside,” and “anyone who 
claims to be a brother or sister.” Somehow, we’ve gotten it backwards. 

Please understand me.  This is not an easy thing for me to write, and, believe me, I’m not 
calling for the church to turn a blind eye towards sin or to compromise on biblical principles.  I 
only want us to remember that unbelievers are not our enemy but our mission field; – the ones 
being deceived and held captive by our actual enemy. 

We are called to be “Christ’s ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us.” 
(II Corinthians 5:20) Christ’s appeal, when he was on the earth in human form, was love, not 
condemnation.  May we be so full of his Spirit that we see the world the way he does, and that 
the world sees only his love and righteousness when they see his church. 

For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, 
but to save the world through him. (John 3:17)
